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3. Strategies and approaches to learning 

3.1 Learning and teaching activities 

The lecture content of this course is presented entirely online via the Moodle eLearning website.  The 

format of the lectures involve PowerPoint slides with accompanying audio. In addition, PDF slides of 

the lectures are made available. Students should both read through the lectures and write separate 

notes to maximise their understanding and retention of the material.  The lectures will be made 

available at the start of each week and will be left online for the duration of the course. This will allow 

students to go through the lectures at their own pace. While it will not be monitored directly, all 

students must listen to the lectures in the week in which they are set. The content of this course is 

extensive and at times complex; students who do not stay up to date with course material each week 

will likely find it difficult to prepare for assessment tasks and exams due to the cumulative nature of 

the content.   

The Discussion Forum provides students with an opportunity to question and clarify the concepts and 

ideas mentioned in the lectures.  Students are strongly encouraged to engage with this forum by 

posting questions or comments, and reading, answering, or replying to other student’s posts to 

enhance understanding of the content, critical thinking, and written communication skills.   

The Study Group Forum connects students in the course to encourage discussion of weekly content, 

revision, or topics of interest with each other.  Regular engagement in the Study Group Forum will 

help students gain an understanding of the material, critique the contributions of fellow students, and 

help develop written communication skills.  The group forum is designed to help you engage with and 

think more deeply about the lecture content, think critically about how the principles discussed in the 

lecture apply to cases in the real world, build effective written communication skills for conveying 

complex information and allow you to practice using evidence to support your arguments, ideas, and 

opinions.  At the beginning of term you will be allocated to a small discussion forum group in Moodle. 

Each week a discussion question or statement will be posted by the Course Coordinator and you will 

discuss it with your group. The discussion question or statement will have direct relevance to the 

topic/s covered in that week.  The following week, the Course Coordinator will post an example 

response paragraph that students can use as a guide for how to construct paragraphs and use 

evidence to support your ideas, opinions or claims.  The Study Group Forum provides a formative 

assessment opportunity for students to develop effective academic writing skills in science which will 

help them with the essay.  This is not a compulsory activity but regular participation is strongly 

encouraged.   

Researching and Writing skills workshops will help students understand the important features of 

scientific writing and will show students how to conduct research by finding journal articles. These 

workshops are designed to help students develop effective researching and writing skills required for 

the essay. 

Topic quizzes are available for students that provide an opportunity to evaluate understanding of 

course material on a weekly basis.  Timely completion of the weekly quizzes will assist students in 

gaining a proper understanding of each topic so that this knowledge can be built on in future content.   

3.2 Expectations of students 

All news updates and announcements will be made on the ‘Announcements’ forum on the Moodle 

page and/or by email. It is the student’s responsibility to check Moodle and their student emails 

regularly to keep up to date.  All students must read the Course Outline, Course Information Slides,

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and Instructions for Online Course Completion documents.  Following this students are required to 

complete the Course Information Quiz to demonstrate their understanding of course administration 

information. 

Although this is an online course, it is expected that students dedicate the same amount of time each 

week to studying for this course as they would for an ‘on-campus’ course. 

Given that the course content and some assessable components (i.e. Topic Quizzes and Final Exam) 

are delivered online, it is the responsibility of the student to ensure that they have access to a 

computer with a stable internet connection and a browser capable of handling the features of the 

Moodle eLearning website and any of its content.   

The Moodle discussion forum should be the first line of contact with the Course Coordinator (meeting 

requests, personal or Equitable Learning Support matters can be sent by email in the first instance).  

Due to the online nature of the course, under no circumstances are specific quiz questions/answers to 

be discussed online or via email, such matters can only be discussed during in person appointments 

with the Course Coordinator. 

Students registered with Equitable Learning Services must contact the course coordinator 

immediately if they intend to request any special arrangements for later in the course, or if any special 

arrangements need to be made regarding access to the course material. Letters of support must be 

emailed to the course coordinator as soon as they are made available. 

It is expected that students are aware of UNSW Assessment policy and understand how to apply for 

special consideration if they are unable to complete an assignment/exam due to illness and/or 

misadventure.

Assessment 1: For each of the fifteen course topics there will be a short multiple choice quiz 

released on Moodle.  Each topic quiz will be available at the beginning of the week that the topic is 

released.  Each quiz includes a few questions – these provide immediate feedback so you can assess 

how well you’ve understood the lecture material. Once you have completed a topic quiz, you will be 

told which questions you got correct and incorrect. You can take each quiz as many times as you like 

within the week. Each quiz is worth 1% so if you complete each week’s quiz within the week there is 

no reason why you cannot achieve the full 15% for this assessment. The quizzes will be open until 

11.59pm Sunday of each week.  The quiz questions provide an opportunity for students to see what 

multiple choice questions will be like in the final exam and encouragement to keep up to date with 

weekly course content. 

Assessment 2: A written assignment in essay format will be required for submission in Week 9. 

Students are required to produce a researched written piece to be submitted online via Turnitin. The 

question and instructions for this assignment will be released in Week 3. The essay
